Creating a Writing Group:
Writing Group Ground Rules Agreement

These reflection/discussion questions might help you and your group make some decisions early on to help create a productive and supportive writing environment. These are just meant as a starting point—feel free to develop your own ground rules that suit your group’s personality and needs. 

1. What would an ideal writing environment look like for you? How might the group establish a positive, productive work environment? You might consider the kind of space where you meet, the level of noise/quiet, snacks, coffee, windows, etc.  
2. How often will the group meet, for how long, and where? 
3. What are the rules for group membership? 
4. What do you like best about writing? When have you felt successful as a writer? How might participating in a writing group help cultivate successful writing?
5. What are your biggest challenges as a writer? How might participating in this group help you manage these challenges? (How do other writers manage these challenges? What are some common ground rules that the group might find helpful, too?)
6. How will the group handle distracting behavior, such as using social media? What are some boundaries or ground rules that might help the group stay focused?
7. How does the group want to handle taking breaks?
8. How will the group handle potential absence or lateness? 
9. How might the group handle asking questions during the writing session? (For instance, can writers ask questions at any time, or during designated times, or…?)
10. What format will you follow at each meeting? 
11. What are the formal roles (if any) and who will play them?
12. Consider additional factors (e.g., can group members ask one another questions during a session or should they wait? will there be snacks?) 
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
